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MARITAL RAPE IN INDIA

 Marital rape is considered illegal sex when it occurs 

without the consent of a woman by her spouse through physical 

compulsion, risk, or the deceptive behaviour of the perpetrator. 

Under Sections 375 and 376 of The Indian Penal Code, rape by a 

foreigner is a criminal offence. Surprisingly, it categorically ex-

cludes marital rape from the scope of conviction. The act of having 

intercourse with oneôs spouse without consent, under duress or 

under peril is known as marital rape.  

 Rape is not savagery against ladies but rather a grave 

infringement of a personôs basic ideal to life and individual free-

dom. Social embarrassment related to marital rape has stifled 

womenôs voice against her husband, who utilizes his favoured 

position to shatter her trust and personal dependence. Marital rape 

has been shown to be more traumatic and to have lasting physical 

and emotional effects. Marriage-related resistance to the spouse 

has since decreased in some countries. Our state is failing in its 

duty to ensure sex equity, which includes security against wrong-

doing and manhandling, by decriminalizing spouse rape. 

 Indian homes have always been run by a patriarchal 

structure that views women as the property of their guardian or 

significant other, leading to indifference towards marital rape. This 

denies womenôs autonomy and equality. Marital Rape was there-

fore viewed as a crime against a spouse, but not recognized by the 

law as an offence. Our lawmakers' have not succeeded in granting 

the protection of the womenôs rights regarding this while leading a 

marital life with her husband . As a result, they are tacitly support-

ing the idea that women are only a way for men to express their sexu-

al desires without having any independent sexual preferences. They 

are mere commodities or objects 

  Now a dayôs Marital rape is a sensitive and complex issue 

in India. As of now, marital rape is not recognized as a specific crimi-

nal offense under Indian law. India had an exception in its rape laws 

but that did not consider non-consensual sexual intercourse within 

marriage as rape. However, it's important to note that laws can 

change, and societal attitudes can evolve. There were on-going dis-

cussions and legal challenges to address this issue in India. We can 

hope that in the near future non-consensual sex by husband towards 

his partner is considered a crime.

Wife Has Right to Say 'No' To Husband; Marital Rape Exception 

Patriarchal & Archaic: -Justice Deepak Gupta 

Shri Bodhisattwa Gautam v. Miss Subhadra Chakraborty [1996 

AIR 922 SCC (1) 490] 

 Apex Court held that rape is to a lesser degree a sexual 

offense than a demonstration of hostility gone for corrupting and 

mortifying the ladies. In this manner the marital exception princi-

ple is violative of spouse's entitlement to live with human dignity. 

Any law which damages ladies' entitlement to live with dignity 

and gives the husband right to have sexual intercourse without her 

will is unlawful and obnoxious. 

RIT Foundation v. Union of India [2022 SCC Online Del 1404] 

 The Honourable Supreme Court held that the part of 

exception 2 to Section 375 which excuse marital rape of minors 

between the ages of 15 ï 18 , was unconstitutional, which means 

that the term 15 years in the exception now reads to be read as 18 

years. Currently, there are no criminal penalties for marital rape 

when a wife is over 18 years old.  

 

 

CONCLUSION 

  In brief here in India, marital rape is not entirely crimi-

nalized. It is unquestionably a real kind of violence against wom-

en and deserves the government's attention. Women who have 

been sexually assaulted by their partners are more susceptible to 

other attacks and typically deal with persistent physical and emo-

tional problems. Given that she must continue to live with her 

attacker on a daily basis, marital rape in this particular situation is 

substantially more horrific for a woman. Considering the serious 

consequences of marital rape, it is evidently essential to make the 

abhorrent crime of marital rape a criminal violation. In India, 

there is generally good legal improvements for women, but extra 

measures are necessary to ensure that both legal and social change 

occurs, which would result in criminalizing marital rape and mod-

ifying the law.
